Sanctions and Rewards 
We believe that it is important to encourage good conduct throughout the school by celebrating and rewarding good behaviour.
The Concord School has a zero tolerance of any behaviour which may cause offence or harm or disrupt the learning of others. We wish to ensure that every child is safe, happy and free to learn and make progress. To ensure this, we will sanction students who do not comply with the expectations referred to earlier in this handbook. In order that students comply with these expectations, our detention system is simple, fair, swift and transparent. Detentions can be set for 15, 30, 45 or 90 minutes. 

However, it is also possible to accumulate more than one detention in a day. There are detention books in the school office for recording purposes. We send emails and text messages to parents’ way in advance to allow parents to see when a detention was set and how long the detention will be.  All detentions can be sat either on the same or following day. If the child misses the detention, it will escalate the following day.
